We are excited about this venue for several reasons: it’s a popular 
destination for non-Christians; it has a laid-back atmosphere; it has a 
functioning audio and video system (so no rewiring on our part); the 
staff and management, though they aren’t church attenders, have been 
extremely accommodating and encouraging about our use of the space.  
ey even gave us a discounted rate.

e truth is, none of us would have named this venue as our top choice.  
But God continued to lead us in this direction until it became obvious 
that it is the best choice, at least for now.  Every time we tell someone 
that we are meeting in e Fox & Ferret, we get an interesting reaction.  
Whether they think it’s a good idea or a bad idea, one thing’s for sure: 
they know we’re different.  We’re not the same church that they’ve been 
ignoring for the past 5, 10, 20 years.  And we’re praying that they’ll 
come along to find out what we have to say.

In Conclusion... 
Starting a church from scratch presents unique opportunities for 
visionary leadership.  One of our most prominent core values at 
Rechurch is our desire to rethink the way churches have been “doing 
church” over the years.  In fact, this is a common value among the 
majority of people who hear the call to plant a new church.  However, 
it’s important that we keep our rethinking aimed in the right direction.  
As Mark Driscoll, Senior Pastor at Mars Hill Church in Seattle teaches, 
truly effective churches keep an open hand for their methodology, and a 
closed hand for their theology.  In other words, it’s good for us to 
rethink the practical side of ministry in order to be relevant to the 
culture (e.g., having services in a restaurant or movie theatre), but 
amidst such flexibility we must not water down the Gospel.  Church 
changes, but Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever.
